Subject:  Production Policies

All members of the cast and crew of Music Man as well as theater volunteers should respect the following policies set down by the Production Staff for the duration of the production time period and the run of the show.

· If you bring food and drink into the theater, you shall dispose of any waste.  It is not the staff or your fellow thespians’ jobs to clean up after you. This means take your trash to the appointed trash can, any trash can is not acceptable. Violations of this rule will result in the banning of food and drink within the theater.

· Do not leave clothes or personal affects in the theater overnight. If it is not a prop or costume, take it home with you. This means dirty clothes, especially. Dirty clothes that are found lying around after rehearsal may be thrown away by staff members.

· Do not wear perfume or cologne to rehearsal. Bathe before coming to rehearsal and use deodorant. The combination of everyone’s perfume, body odor and the hot lights will make an unbearable working environment if you do not make the effort.

· You are expected to wear close-toe shoes or similar foot coverings at all times while in the theater. Appropriate footwear for this production includes: ballet shoes, dance shoes, house shoes or others approved by the director.  You will be asked to leave rehearsal if you do not bring appropriate footwear. This is for safety reasons as well as costuming requirements of the show.

· You are expected to be at every rehearsal in which your part is being practiced. If you plan on being absent, even if you marked the conflict on your audition form, you are expected to give written notice to the director and producer.  If something unexpected comes up and you cannot attend rehearsal, contact a production staff member. Absences without prior notice will not be acceptable.

· The cast is expected to set the stage at the beginning of every rehearsal and is expected to restore the stage and clean up any messes after each rehearsal. Rehearsal will begin at the appointed time and will finish three hours later. If the director has to wait on the cast in order to begin, then the cast will have to stay later.

· All actors, both adults and children, are expected to treat each other and the production team with respect. During rehearsals and shows, do not speak unless you are directed to do so. Do not play with props that are not yours. Stay near the stage and await directions. Follow all directions from production staff members to the best of your ability. Bad behavior and insubordination will not be tolerated.
