Rules For The Costume Room

1. Please put all items back where you found them.  Disorganized costumes make for a difficult time.  If you make a mess, do not leave it for someone else to clean up.
2. Please put ONLY ONE object per hanger.  If a hanger is loaded with several items, it will break.  If you cannot find another hanger, find someone and ask where to get one.
3. If a hanger is broken or deformed, please throw it away and get a new one.  Broken hangers can get caught on other hangers or clothing and ruin things and/or hurt people.
4. Do not hang hangers on other hangers.  Hangers are for clothes, NOT other hangers.
5. Do not hang underwear ANYWHERE in the costume room.  No one wants to have to touch someone else’s underwear.  This is repulsive.
6. Do not leave boxes open when you are not using them.  Items in boxes can get dirty or mixed up, so please close the boxes when you are not using them.
7. Do not mess with labels in any way, shape, or form.  Confusion is the thing the labels are created to avoid.  Please do not touch them or mix up the labels or items in the boxes.
8. Do not claim costumes that other people are using.  Two people cannot be on stage at the same time wearing the same costume, unless there are two of the costume.  Please ask the person if they are using the costume before claiming it.
9. Do not put a torn up costume back on the rack.  This causes clutter and unnecessary space being taken up.  Please throw away torn costumes, or give them to someone to repair.
10. Do not leave your own clothes in the costume room at any time.  If you leave your clothes in the room, no one has any way of knowing whose they are.  Clothes left in the costume room are liable to be misplaced or thrown away.
11. Do not leave trash in the costume room.  Please put your trash in a TRASHCAN, not the floor or boxes or racks of the costume room.
12. Do not lock the door when someone is in the costume room.  This is a hazard, and can be dangerous if an emergency should occur and someone is stuck in the room.
13. Do not leave any personal belongings or props in the pockets of a costume.  They are likely to be thrown away or lost forever.
14. If you spill something on a costume, clean it or find someone who can.  Do not put stained costumes back on the rack for someone else to clean.
