Dear xxxxxxxx Grant Committee,

I am writing on behalf of the Sugar Creek Players, Inc.  We are a 100% volunteer 501 (c) 3 not-for-profit community theater in Crawfordsville, In.  We reside in the Vanity Theater a small 170 seat house located in Montgomery County.  Our building, originally opened in 1935, has been owned, renovated, operated and maintained by the group since 1983.  

This year, the board of directors is actively pursuing the replacement of the buildings aging heating systems.  The facility has a total of 6 furnaces (five vertical and one horizontal draft) – the newest is 36 years old!  The age and inefficiency of these furnaces make them extremely expensive to operate and maintain.  Due to age the furnaces are less than 50% efficient.  Energy costs are our single greatest expense.
Residents of Crawfordsville, Montgomery and surrounding counties (30,000 plus people) benefit from the performances and unique arts offering the theater provides.  A typical season includes five theatrical/musical productions, one children’s production and a children’s theater workshop.  After nearly 40 years, we have begun showing movies at the theater on Friday nights.  Special events held to date include movie screenings for the Just Say No Clubs (Black Stallion) and Montgomery County Character Counts Organizations (Emperor’s Club).  Other events offered this year include: a Chopin Piano Recital, Live Music Performed by Local Singer/Song Writers and hosting special events in collaboration with the Montgomery County Historical Society in Celebration of the 100 year anniversary of the Ben Hur/Lew Wallace Museum.  We are working to host a Purdue Jazz Ensemble ‘run-out’ concert this coming September.
We are requesting assistance from the xxx Foundation in the form grant monies for furnaces and thermostats for our facility.  Our plan is to utilize volunteer labor for the removal of the old heating units and partner with a local HVAC contractor for the installation/commissioning of the new furnaces.  Based upon funding constraints we are open to replacing 1-3 furnaces per year over the course of the next 3 years.  The per unit furnace replacement cost is $ 2,755.91.  Two furnaces $5511.82; three furnaces $8267.73.
